Following on from the success of the 2018-19 events, that were held at the Salisbury and
Marion Bowling Clubs, Bowls SA is seeking expressions of inferest from suitable venues to
host these prestigious events by submitting a tender outlining the Club’s ability to host
the Women's and the Men’'s Competition.

Due to the Men's and Women's Prestige Medleys both being held over the same
period, two Member Clubs will be required. Separate tenders for the Men's and
Women's events from the same Member Club will be accepted.

Please use the following requirements as a guide for submitting your tender, although
your proposal should not be limited to these points. Any further information supporting
your application would further enhance your chances of securing the events.

Please use the criteria below as a guide & outline the club’s ability o meet the criteria
where possible.

Essential Criteria

e Provide three (3) greens with 18 rinks to suitable standard, running between 13
and 16 seconds.

e Insurance Cover for the Event

e Provide seated lunchtime meals for all partficipants & team officials
(approximately 140 per day) at a cost of $15/person/day, paid by the individual.

e Provide meals for officials and volunteers (approximately 20 per day) and
invoice Bowls SA accordingly at the conclusion of the event based upon their
daily orders.

e Provide the option for other spectators & visitors to purchase a lunchtime meal,
at a cost set by the host club.

e Assist with the costs associated with the staging of the events. A minimum of
$3,000 for each event is required to cover the Prize Money for the Prestige
Medley, whilst a further financial contribution towards conducting the events will
be taken into consideration.

Desirable Criteria

e Provide office space to act as a tournament office which includes facilities such
as, phone, fax, photocopier and broadband internet which will allow for up to
two laptops to be connected.

e Provide a meeting room or area large enough to host team officials/managers

e Provide a secure storage area for player’'s equipment.

e Have a PA system of suitable standard for level of competition.

e Provide sufficient umpires equipment for the event.
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e Provide an area for Umpires and Volunteers, including secure storage area for
umpire equipment if applicable.

e Provide sufficient car parking space for competitors, officials and spectators.

e Provide the option to purchase snacks for spectators and players.
