Schools have been allocated duties in relation to the number of competitors. It would be appreciated if schools could provide school council approved officials where indicated (Staff/Parents/Senior Students) and are asked to report by 9.30am. Duties will be for the full duration of the Cross Country Championships.

JOB DESCRIPTIONS
ANNOUNCER:
To inform patrons of the event operations, announce for students to marshal, announce placegetters of each event, and other required information about the day. 
COURSE MARKING:
To mark the course prior to the event starting. To make any necessary adjustments throughout the day.

STARTER: 
To brief the students of the course and any particular aspects of it that they need to be informed of. To start each race. 

RACE GUIDERS:
To lead the competitors around the course. Race guiders should be on the lookout for any track blockages and clear them prior to the competitors reaching them. 

COURSE OFFICIALS:
Direct competitors to ensure they remain on course. Ensure that any obstacles are cleared. Communicate with officials should any competitors require assistance, or breach any of the conditions of competition.

CP 1- Direct competitors off the Botanic gardens track onto the path running toward the lakeside trail.


CP 2- Direct competitors onto the lakeside trail from garden path and then into the finish line chute upon their return.


CP 3- Ensure competitors remain on their side of the trail and proceed all the way to the turn point.


CP 4- Ensure competitors navigate the turn safely.

TIME KEEPERS: 

To time all placing’s of competitors for each event.




FINISH MARSHALS: 
To direct competitors to the tag collectors and ensure that they remain in their finishing order. Finish marshals must ensure that the finishing area is clear of obstacles. Competitors are required to move through the finish line promptly so that they do not obstruct other competitors in what can be a collision area.
TAG COLLECTOR: 
To collect the tags from each competitor in the finishing order that they crossed the line.

RECORDERS: 


To record the results of each event.







MEDALLION PRESENTER: 
To collect the placegetters of each event and present their medallions to them.

AWD COORDINATOR: 
To coordinate the welfare and requirements of the AWD competitors.
EMERGENCY OFFICIALS:
To act in any of the above mentioned, or alternate roles if required.
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
