GOLF – SECONDARY
Competition
The competition shall be 18 holes of stroke play.
Format:
The competition shall consist of:  
a) Senior and Junior Championships for Boys and Girls



 b) Senior and Junior Handicap Events for Boys and Girls



 c) Senior and Junior Teams event (Boys & Girls combined)

Entries:
Each player must be a member of a recognized Golf Club and have an official handicap.



Each School Team shall consist of four players who must all be students of the nominated school.



The team may include boys and girls.


Players wishing to be considered for the handicap competition must be able to verify their handicap on



request by providing their Golf Link number or a current Australian Handicap Certificate from their Club.
Each school may enter one junior and one senior team, one team plus individuals, or single individual

Entries, up to a maximum of eight players.

Conditions:
See the School Sport Victoria ‘General Conditions of Competition’.


In the event of extreme weather conditions, including bad light, the Convener has the right to alter the


Conditions of Competition.
Rules:
The competition shall be played under the 'Rules of Golf' except as altered by the local rules of the Club, or as altered by the Convener to suit special conditions which may apply.

Tee-off Times:
Tee off times for all competitors will be 10:00 am. All players must be at the course by 9:30 am ready


for a shotgun start. Competitors will be notified of their starting tee prior to the day.
Team Score:
The best three out of four scores count towards the team’s event.
Handicap:

Players wishing to be considered for the handicap event must bring proof of their handicap.
Equipment:

All competitors are to provide all their own equipment.

Each school must provide its own first aid kit; including ice packs.
Etiquette:

The starter, the course referee and employees of the golf club will disqualify any player who does not



play the game in the correct spirit. Players may be penalised for slow play.
Caddies:
Caddies may not be used. Spectators are permitted, however they may not carry a player's clubs or


offer advice concerning the game.
Dress:
All players, spectators and supervising staff must be appropriately dressed for a private golf club.
State Finals:
The Grampians Region will enter one team of four players plus six individuals in both the Senior and Junior State Finals. The individual places will be made up of both boys and girls with numbers being determined by the Regional Coordinator.

The count-back system will be used to determine places in the Regional Team.

Individual Winners:
In the event of a tie in Individual Championships, the Australian Countback System shall be used.


If scores are still tied then medals will be awarded to the tied players.

Players are eligible to win only one individual medal.


The scratch is the major event and medals will be allocated accordingly. (Scratch then Nett)
Team Winners:
The lowest 3 scores returned by team members will be counted in determining the total score of the

team. If tied the third best score of each team is considered, with the lower score winning. If still tied, the second best score of each team shall count. If still tied, a draw shall be declared.
Player Restrictions:
To be eligible for participation in the State Final all players must have met the following standard at their


Regional Competition.

      Junior Girls- 
Scratch Score of 120 or less, or win the Region Championship, or be part of a winning team
      Junior Boys- 
Scratch Score of 110 or less, or win the Region Championship, or be part of a winning team
      Senior Girls- 
Scratch Score of 100 or less, or win the Region Championship, or be part of a winning team.
      Senior Boys- 
Scratch Score of 90 or less, or win the Region Championship, or be part of a winning team.
Litter:
Players must carry their own litter or deposit it in rubbish bins provided. Any player found littering the


course will be immediately disqualified.

Lunch:
Players and staff will be able to purchase lunch at the course.
