SELECTION GUIDELINES


TEAM: SECONDARY BOYS & GIRLS TRIATHLON 2012
The 2012 School Sport Australia Boys and Girls Triathlon Championship will be held at Busselton, WA Monday 2 April – Thursday 5 April 2012.
Teams will be accommodated in team accommodation.
It is expected that the approximate cost to each team member will be approximately $1,900.
School Sport Australia Championships consist of educational and sporting components. Being a member of a School Sport Victoria State Team provides an opportunity to be involved in an all-inclusive educational and sporting excursion. All members of selected teams, whether students or team officials, are expected to fulfil the responsibilities of being a Victorian Team Member.

These responsibilities include:

· Attending a training session deemed compulsory by team coaching staff;
· Attending initial briefing session, uniform try on, uniform presentation and team photograph sessions;
· Travelling to the championship destination with all members of state team;
· Completing team documentation and returning same to team management by due date;
· Ensuring that the team membership tax invoice is paid by the due date;
· Attending all sessions of the School Sport Australia Championship, including the Opening and Closing Ceremonies and the Educational Excursion;
· Recognising that all School Sport Australia Championships are school activities, and that duty of care and decision-making regarding each team member’s participation in those activities or in preparation for those activities, is the responsibility of the team management / coaching staff;
· Team Officials ensuring that the selection process is fair and transparent, and that students, parents and teachers are made aware of this process.

Please note that at the School Sport Australia event the following gear restrictions apply:

 
No competitor shall compete in their age group with a bike which will engage a gear larger than or as close to as possible so that it does not exceed rollout distance as per the following:

 
Junior (13, 14)
6.00 metres

 
Intermediate (15, 16)
6.50 metres

 
Senior (17, 18, 19)
7.93 metres

These restrictions do not apply at the selection races.

SELECTION PROCESS
· Athletes must be enrolled at a Victorian school affiliated with School Sport Victoria.
· Athletes must nominate on line at www.ssv.vic.edu.au by December 9th to be considered for selection (nominations will open after Friday, September 9th).
· There will be 3 selection races from the ‘Triathlon Victoria & School Sport Victoria - All Schools Series’ (part of the XOSIZE Tri Series):
Athletes in the 12-13 TriVic age group compete over the shorter distance.  All other athletes compete over the longer distance.

· Each athlete’s best two race finishes will be considered.
· If two athletes are tied on points then their result at the December 4th event will be used to separate them.
· Points gained will be used as a guide by the selectors; however, other aspects will be taken into consideration:
· Athletes unable to compete in trials because they are competing in triathlon events of a higher standing on the same day will have their results in the alternative event considered when SSV State selection is made.  Contact the SSV, prior to such events, if consideration is anticipated.
· In 2012, all age groups (including the 17-19 age group) will be non-drafting.
· A maximum of 6 athletes will be selected in each of the six sections:

Boys 14
Girls 14

(* Equivalent to the Triathlon Victoria 12-13 age group.)
Boys 16
Girls 16

(* Equivalent to the Triathlon Victoria 14-15 age group.)

Boys 19
Girls 19

(* Equivalent to the Triathlon Victoria 16-18 age group.)


Ages for the School Sport Australia 2012 Championships are taken as the athlete’s age at December 31st 2012.  (i.e. the age that the athlete turns during 2012)
For ‘14’ age group events students must turn 13 or 14 in the year of competition.
· Triathlon Victoria ages are taken from December 31st 2011.
Athletes must nominate at www.ssv.vic.edu.au by December 9th 2011 to be condsidered.
