Motion: If umpires are appointed by the St. George-Sutherland Baseball Umpires Association turn up to umpire a game of baseball and the game is CANCELLED by other persons (ie. Ground Caretakers), the umpires shall be entitled to be paid the umpire fees.

Or
Has to make the decision not to play a game of baseball because of the weather or the condition of the ground, they shall be entitled to be paid the umpire fees.

These umpire fees will need to be paid by the Association running the competition.

Jim McDonald spoke against with the Association needing to advise clubs of ground control responsibilities.

Noted that clubs should be responsible and pay for poor management and therefore the Association should be responsible for obtaining money for umpires that are not advised of situation.
